When I walk through the doors of Lifehouse each morning, I never know what the atmos-

phere is going to be like.  Will it be peaceful or will there be drama?  One young pregnant 

lady who was considering joining our program told me that her life is complicated.  I told 

her “Complicated is why we are here.”  Each young lady brings her physical, emotional, and 

spiritual baggage when she moves in.  Add to that mix pregnancy hormones and communal 

living and anything can happen.   
 

First, and foremost this is a Christian home.  We daily ask the Lord what His will is con-

cerning the residents and how to manage the house.  Somebody has wisely said, “The op-

posite of God is chaos.”  Not only is it Godly, but order and organization is necessary for 

any person or organization to succeed.  Therefore boundaries –that is, rules -must be es-

tablished and adhered to.  Because each resident is distinctive, sometimes unique situa-

tions arise that call for another boundary.  However, it is our prayer that the young la-

dies will see defined limits as safety.  Lifehouse is a safe house.  
 

It’s always about teaching.  We are making disciples of Christ and for Christ.  When de-

ciding on a plan for a resident, we think about the particular deficits that individual has 

and design a path accordingly – i.e. getting out of debt, dealing with unforgiveness, fear, 

or choosing and working toward a career.  Everything is a teachable moment, whether 

planning a menu or playing a game.  A disciple is continuously learning and becoming more 

like their Master every day. 
 

Is it complicated?  Yes.  But Jesus came to heal the broken-hearted, to set the captives 

free, and to comfort all who mourn.  He’s asked all his children to help Him in this minis-

try.  The staff at Lifehouse has answered that call, counting it a privilege to work with 

these young ladies.  Pray for us that we may do so with humble, grateful hearts knowing 

that we too are in need of a Savior.
